If the temperature is too 
high or too low, the operating time of the battery will become shorter.

 •  The battery becomes warm after using and during and after charging. The 
camera also becomes warm during use. This is not a malfunction.

 •  Do not leave any metal items (such as clips) near the contact areas of the 
power plug or near the batteries.

 •  Store the battery in a cool and dry place with a relatively stable temperature. 
(Recommended temperature: 15 °C to 25 °C (59 °F to 77 °F), Recommended 
humidity: 40%RH to 60%RH)

 •  Do not store the battery for a long time while fully charged. When storing the 
battery for a long period of time, we recommend charging it once a year. Remove 
the battery from the camera and store it again after it has completely discharged.

 In Recording modes that show icons in black, you can select and execute indicated 
menus and functions. 
  (Custom Mode) has different functions depending on the recording mode that 
is registered.
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 Preparations

 Before use

 ■  Camera handling
 Keep the camera away from excessive vibration, force, or pressure.

 ● Avoid using the camera under the following conditions, which may damage the 
lens, monitor, viewfinder, or camera body. This may also cause the camera to 
malfunction or prevent recording.

 •  Dropping or hitting the camera against a hard surface
 •  Sitting down with the camera in your pants pocket or forcing it into a full bag
 •  Adding accessories to the camera strap
 •  Pushing with excessive force on the lens or monitor

 

 The camera is not dust resistant, splash resistant, or waterproof.
Avoid using the camera in places with excessive dust or sand, or where 
water can come into contact with the camera.
 

 ■  Condensation (When the lens, the monitor, or viewfinder, is 
fogged up)
